Industry News 

Truro Cougar Dome 

The following is part of a press release from January 16, 2012:  

Plans are currently on schedule to construct an air supported multi-sport dome to be located 
adjacent to the Cobequid Educational Centre (CEC) and Colchester Legion Stadium in Truro 
this summer for a fall opening. The facility will consist of eight permanent tennis courts, a 3 
lane quality track and a multi use turf surface on top of four of the cushioned / hard surfaced 
tennis courts. 

This facility will be unique, in that it will be owned and operated by a not-for-profit 
organization called the Cobequid Society for Athletic Excellence (CSAE). One of the Society’s 
primary objectives is to offer free access to the tennis facility during school hours to CEC and 
other schools within the Chignecto-Central Regional School Board, where more than 20,000 
students of all ages are enrolled annually. 

Annual tennis memberships, tennis programming, leagues lessons etc will be offered on an “as 
affordable as possible bases”, all of which will be done in cooperation with the Truro Tennis 
Club. 

The facility will be known as the Cougar Dome. “Cougars” is a recognizable name 
representing all sports within CEC, and carries many years of outstanding sport and athletic 
achievements in the largest high school in Nova Scotia. 

The CSAE is pleased to report the project has gained the approval and support of Tennis Nova 
Scotia and Tennis Canada. 

The Cougar Dome comes with a capital cost of just over 2 million dollars. Financial 
commitments to date totals 1 million and the CSAE will begin a campaign to raise the 
balance. Charitable tax receipts will be offer to all financial supporters of the worthy project.

February’s Coaches Corner

Nature or Nurture? 

The physical attributes that are required to become a tennis champion are such things as 
good hand-eye coordination, quick reflexes, and leg-speed. Without question, these 
attributes can be developed with hard work and effective training.  

But most people are excluded from becoming the best tennis players, no matter how much 
time they spend attempting to reach their physical ceiling of potential.  

Does this mean, then, that champions are born? Are Djokovic, Nadal, and Federer (currently 
the best players on the ATP Tour) so physically superior to everyone else that becoming the 
best was just destiny?   

Certainly not; all three are exceptionally gifted physically, but in my view, there are other 
players who are equally as gifted physically, but what separates theses three from everyone 
else is their mental attributes . . .  

• their will to win 
• their determination 
• their perseverance 
• their ability to remain calm under pressure 
• their ability to bounce back  
• and the belief that they can win . . . 

. . . All attributes that no one is born with, but that each one of us has the power to develop. 
The only choice is whether we want to.  

It is in this sense that, given the necessary or essential physical attributes as a starting point, 
all champions are not only made -- they are in large part self-made.  

In this day and age, where tennis has become so incredibly physically demanding, it is equally 
important to note that the psychological part of the game has evolved with the modern game.
